Please keep in mind that we are unable to microwave or heat up food

Below are some suggestions and healthy ideas when packing lunch. Some suggestions
came fromwww.parents.com

= Try using bagels, rolls, pita pockets, English muffins, raisin, whole wheat or
multigrain bread instead of white bread.

= Roll up slices of deli meat or make shapes out of them from cookie cutters (even
the letter, shape or # of the week is fun) and skip the bread all together.

= Luncheon meats, such as lean cuts of ham, roast beef, or turkey are good
sources of protein. Use thick slices of meat instead of thin ones and make sure
they are low in fat (under 95%).

= Chicken, tuna, and egg salads are great sources of protein (just light on the
mayonnaise).

= Peanut butter is also a good source of protein and is obviously great with an all
fruit or lowsugar jelly.

BITING

Why do children bite?
Children bite for a variety of reasons, the simple oral sensory exploration of things.
Children put almost everything in their mouths. Biting happens when children feel
crowded, want to be noticed, or when they desire to obtain something, like a toy. The lack
of communication skills can also cause young ones to bite. For some children, biting has
become a learned behavior and they realize that biting does, in fact, get them what they
want, attention or a toy.

How doesThe Learning Cokandle biting?

First Things First

Until all is calm again, the biter is separated from the rest of the group, and the Assistant
Childcare Coordinator is contacted via radio.

The injured child is immediately treated, offered comfort and first aid if needed. The
child who is bitten is removed from the area and talked to calmly by the teacher about

Once the child who was bitten is calm and has been treated, he/she is reintroduced to the
group, and the teacher completes an incident report to be signed by the Childcare
Coordinator or Assistant Childcare Coordinator and then a parent.

Helping the Biter
If you find that your child is the one who bit and are asked to sign an incident report,
please remember that toddlers use their mouths for a great deal of exploration.

DISCIPLINEN THELEARNINGCOVE

What is Discipline?

First, It I's I mperative to understand that
bad behavior. o l nstead, t heodtweverykindvafr d di s
teaching Jesus did with the disciples! Discipline is a door of opportunity to teach children
appropriate ways to meet their needs. Such teaching of these ways will Heldwo

First to immediately stop inappropriate behavior (behavior that might hurt a child, destroy
materials, or disrupt the group); secondly, to help the child find another more appropriate

way to behave.

Discipline of any child in our care does not include any sort of negative physical touching
(spanking, slapping, swatting, tapping, shaking, pulling, biting back, or the like). It also

NEVER includes ridicule, sarcasm, threats or withholding any sort of food or care from a
child.

What can you expect from us?
The Learning Cove Team will be positive role models in manners, language, and tone of
voice.

We encourage communication between parents and teachers when working through a
developmental stage that calls for more behavioral guidance and intervening than usual.

Prevent Problems. We work to set up and maintain a safe environment that allows
children to explore within parameters. We stick to a structured schedule to try to
prevent or help alleviate behavioral issues that arise when children are given free
reign.

Conflict Resolution. We work to explain and teach the children the correct choice and
why we candt do something as opposed to |
teaching conflict resolution and think this is a valuabltiteskill that children can
start learning at the age of two. We talk to each child and have them reenact the
situation using the right words and actions based on what God would want us to do.
Each child learns to apologize and to accept forgiveness.

Setting Clear Limits.Every teacher has a set of classroom rules they review with their
children and a set of consequences if those rules are not followed. For instance, some
teachers use green light, yellow light, red light, while others use cards. This affects
their opportunity to earn stars or how often they get to go to the treasure box. We
encourage every parent to ask his/ her chil
the consequences.

Redirection & Positive Reinforcemewe stri ve to be proacti ve i
behavior and by using positive reinforcement to encourage happy choices as opposed
to focusing on the sad choices.

No, there is not a penalty for paying in advance, and yes, parents may pay more
than one month at a time, but there is not a discount for doing so.
